UM’s Department of Art and Art History is pleased to present Dallas in Miami, an exhibition of prints by faculty and students from the University of Dallas.  The works on display represent a range of printmaking techniques, from screen prints to etchings to collagraphs, as well as works that incorporate multiple techniques and mixed media elements.  This exhibition is part of a print exchange, for which prints by University of Miami artists were also shipped to the University of Dallas, in Texas, where they will be displayed in a concurrent exhibition.  Although the artists were not constrained by any particular theme or overarching conceptual framework, the very nature of a cross-country print exchange suggests questions of place and the extent to which geographical or institutional factors may play a role in shaping the work of a contemporary artist.  Because such questions lead to multiple interpretations, Dallas in Miami hopes to stimulate an open-ended conversation among viewers.
