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Randal Johnson is Distinguished Professor and Director of the Latin American Institute at UCLA. He is the author or editor of nine books, including Cinema Novo x 5: Masters of Contemporary Brazilian Film, The Film Industry in Brazil: Culture and the State, Literatura e cinema, Manoel de Oliveira, Brazilian Cinema (with Robert Stam), Black Brazil: Culture, Identity and Social Mobilization (with Larry Crook), and Pierre Bourdieu’s The Field of Cultural Production:  Essays on Art and Literature. 


He received his Ph.D. from the University of Texas, and prior to joining the faculty at UCLA in 1994 he taught at Rutgers University and the University of Florida. He is currently Vice President and President-elect of the Brazilian Studies Association (BRASA). In 1999 he was awarded the Order of the Southern Cross for his work promoting Brazilian culture in the United States.
