The presidential candidates’ debates thus far have said little or nothing about an appropriate grand foreign policy approach for the United States post-Iraq (and post-2008 elections).  How will a future freshly-designed "National Security Strategy" differ  from those of 2002 and 2006?  Will a future administration turn to a more multilateralist policy based on the United Nations?  Will it remain essentially unilateralist?  
Richard A. Clarke, former Assistant Secretary of State for Politico-Military Affairs and later a member of the National Security Council staff, will speak on one aspect of this topic.  Mr. Clarke began his federal service in 1973 in the Office of the Secretary of Defense.  In the Reagan administration, he was the Deputy Assistant Secretary of State for Intelligence.  In the first Bush administration, he was first the Assistant Secretary of State for Politico-Military Affairs and then a member of the National Security Council staff.  He served for eight years as a special assistant to President Clinton and National Coordinator for Security and Counterterrorism for both Presidents Clinton and George W. Bush.  From 2001 to 2003, Clarke was the Special Adviser to the President for Cyberspace Security and chairman of the President's Critical Infrastructure Protection Board.  He is now chairman of Good Harbor Consulting.  He is author of Against All Enemies: Iinside America’s War on Terror (2004), in which he outlines the challenges facing the United States.
