Professors Fuller, Boswell, and Sheskin,

At its regularly scheduled meeting yesterday the Curriculum Committee of the College
reviewed the submitted GIS Graduate Certificate Program submission and has a number of questions that they feel need to be answered before further review.

1.    The Certificate Program is titled differently in two documents: one has it as GIS Graduate Certificate Program and one has it as Graduate Certificate in Geospatial Technology. Please clarify, which is the proper title that will designate the program: Geographical Information Systems or Geospatial Technology.

2.    There were no admission criteria spelled out in the document. The Committee would like to know what admissions standards will be required to be eligible for the Graduate Certificate Program: does one need a BA or BS degree, is there a minimal GPA and GRE requirement, does one need a minor or major in Geography and Regional Studies or not. Does a student need to maintain the Graduate School quality standards to remain in the program after admission.

3.    GEG 555 and 585 had no prerequisites listed; can a newly admitted student take Advanced Cartography without any prerequisites in GEG.

4. The existing course GEG 580, which is to be part of the Certificate program, is titled Quantitative Methods for Geographical Analysis in the Bulletin, but the syllabus submitted was only titled: Introduction to Quantitative Methods.

5.   It was reported to the Curriculum Committee that the GEG 593 (Intermediate GIS) was an existing course, however, the current Bulletin course listings does not show a GEG 593. If GEG 593 is a new course, please submit a Course Addition form to go along with the submitted syllabi for GEG 593.

6.    The Committee also wanted to know if the Certificate courses, especially the newly submitted additions were restricted to only students in this Graduate Certificate Program.
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
