My draft does not rely solely upon summary/description. I have also included sufficient 
analysis/interpretation/synthesis.

I have used research appropriately (if applicable).  My quotations, facts, and examples have been incorporated 
smoothly and organically into my writing.
I have used my sources in support of my own argument, instead of

using them to make my argument for me.

I have documented any research appropriately (if applicable).  I have acknowledged all quotations, paraphrase, and

summary.  I have provided appropriate citation for other people’s research, especially their statistics, tables, graphs,

and charts.
