Abstract: Understanding the periodic
‘reoccurrence of influenza is very helpful in
designing successful vaccine programs and
introducing public health interventions.
However, the reasons for seasonal influenza
epidemics are still not clear. In this talk, we
introduce a structured evolutionary
epidemiological model of influenza A drift and
show that the model has periodic solutions due
to bifurcations. This demonstrates that
influenza A has an intrinsic tendency to
oscillate due to the evolutionary and/or
immunological changes of the viruses.
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
